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The University of Tulsa suspended a student 11 hours from graduation, without a hearing, without
presenting compelling evidence and for something the student didn’t even say himself.

TU then threatened disciplinary action when the student newspaper began investigating the suspension,
without citing which university policies t
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infringed upon.”
TU said that the Collegian might violate university policy but failed to cite the policy or policies at issue.

If the administration disciplines the Collegian like they disciplined Trey, it will be because it did its job as a
student newspaper.

What happened to Trey should be offensive to every student’s basic sense of justice. Every single one of
us would expect to be accorded due process. Anything less gives the lie to TU’s virtuous, neighborly self-
imin
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
