without proper authorization. 

Willful incitement of individuals to violate the Code, University policy, or policy of the

NSHE. (Definition 30)

Attempted or actual theft, possession, destruction, damage, or misuse of University or

NSHE property or property belonging to another University or NSHE community

member.

Intentionally making an accusation that is false or is made with reckless disregard for

the truth against any member of the University or NSHE community by filing a

complaint or charge under this Code or with the Title IX/Equal

Opportunity/Affirmative Action Office or under any applicable complaint or grievance

procedure of the University or NSHE.

Verbal abuse, intimidation, coercion or bullying which is sufficiently severe, persistent

or pervasive so as to interfere with or limit another student's ability to participate in or

benefit from the educational services, activities or opportunities offered by the

University.
